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Maths


Over the course of this term, we will be focussing on fluency, reasoning and problem-solving skills in the following areas:


Year 2 


This term’s focus is measure and geometry.  Year 2 will learn to estimate and measure height and length (cm/m) using rulers.  They will learn to tell the time to the nearest 5 minutes using an analogue clock.  For the final part of the term, the children will start to use vocabulary to describe direction and position.  The will lead onto using language to describe rotation and make links to right angles.


Year 3


To start the term off Year 3 are going to finish the unit of work about fractions.  They will learn to use diagrams to find equivalent fractions and to add and subtract fractions with the same denominator.  They will then move onto applying their knowledge of column addition and subtraction to solve problems using more complex addition and subtraction.  Towards the end of the term, Year 3 children are going to learn to tell the time to the nearest minute, read both 12 and 24 hour clocks and compare time and duration in terms of seconds, minutes and hours.  For the final part of the year, Year 3 are going to concentrate on geometry. The children will learn about angles and different types of lines (horizontal, vertical lines, pairs of perpendicular and parallel lines)





Times Table – consolidation (Year 2 – 2x 5x 10x) (Year 3 - 3x, 4x, 8x) and mental maths (99 club) are practised on a daily basis.








History – Local History


Our unit of work this term will be focussed around Great Wishford.  To begin with, the children are going to learn about what it means if a building is ’listed’.  We are also going to spend time understanding the differences between primary and secondary sources.  To apply their historical skills, the children are going to find out which buildings are ‘listed’ in Great Wishford.  The children will then investigate a listed property of their choice.  In small groups, they will decide on their own research questions and then use a variety of sources to help answer their questions.  We hope to create a collaborative display with our class findings





Art and DT


During our art lessons this term we are going to investigate a variety of the world’s most famous buildings, thinking about what makes a building aesthetically pleasing and explore how architectural styles have changed over time.  The children will have the opportunity to recreate famous buildings in a variety of ways.








Science – How does your Garden Grow?


The children will learn to identify and describe the functions of different parts of flowering plants; explore the requirements of plants for life and how they vary from plant to plant. Investigate the way in which water is transported within plants and also explore the part that flowers play in the life cycle of flowering plants, including pollination, seed formation and seed dispersal.   Much of the learning will involve developing the children’s use of scientific language, research, questioning and investigation skills.


(This unit of science will spread over two terms)











R.E. and PSHE


In RE this term we will be learning to understand different ways that Jews show their commitment to God. First, we look at the meaning of responsibility Then move to look at the different ways Jews show their commitment to God.  Finally, we question – who and what we show commitment to by creating an individual commitment wheel.


In PHSE we will be thinking about ‘Changing me’. We will be following the ‘Jigsaw’ programme of study. During this term we will also run our annual ‘‘Health Week’ (starting on Monday 5th July).

English 


Reading


During guided reading this term we will be reading a variety of poems, including shape poetry.  During our reading lesson we will look at structure, use of language and practise reading poems with volume and expression.  Our reading book for pleasure this term is called Flat Stanley in Space by Jeff Brown. Children will also read/look at books independently each afternoon and have opportunities to share their reading. 


Writing


To start the term off, the children are going to write their own shape poem based on a piece of fruit. The children will then move on to use a range of descriptive language to write a setting description for the Alien planet they accidently land on.  Towards the end of the term, the children are going to learn about persuasive language to help them write a persuasive poster to promote road safety outside of our school.





Handwriting will be practised on a daily basis to ensure correct letter formation and joins.





Vocabulary, Grammar and punctuation


As part of reading and writing across all subjects, we will be exploring, discovering and learning new vocabulary. We will be practising skills to understand unfamiliar words using context and our own experiences. Our grammar focus this term will be; how to create more interesting sentences using subordinating and co-ordinating conjunctions, using the present tense correctly and consistently, correct and consistent punctuation of sentences, the use of adverbs, alliteration, similes and prepositions to describe a setting. Where appropriate this will be taught discretely, however where possible it will be taught as part of the writing unit to allow us to practise and embed our learning.
