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Science – How does your Garden Grow?


The children will learn to identify and describe the functions of different parts of flowering plants; explore the requirements of plants for life and how they vary from plant to plant. Investigate the way in which water is transported within plants and also explore the part that flowers play in the life cycle of flowering plants, including pollination, seed formation and seed dispersal.   Much of the learning will involve developing the children’s use of scientific language, research, questioning and investigations skills.


(This unit of science will spread over two terms)











Maths


Over the course of this term, we will be focussing our fluency, reasoning and problem solving skills in the following areas:


Year 2 


This term’s focus will be fractions and measuring length.  Children will learn to recognise, find, name and write fractions 1/3, ¼, 2/4 and 3/4 of a length, shape, set of objects or quantity.  They will start to write simple fractions for example, 1/2 of 6 = 3 and recognise the equivalence of 2/4 and 1/2. During the latter half of the term children will choose and use appropriate standard units to estimate and measure length/height in any direction (m/cm) to the nearest appropriate unit, using rulers.  They will also compare and order lengths and record the results using >, < and =.


The children will also recall and use multiplication and division facts


 Year 3


First, we will spend a week recapping fractions from the Year 2 curriculum as this was taught during lockdown last summer and many children need a “firmer foundation” to base future learning on.  The next step in their fractions journey will be to recognise, find and write fractions of a discrete set of objects.  Following that, they will learn to recognise and show, using diagrams, equivalent fractions with small denominators. Finally, they will add, subtract compare and order fractions with the same denominator within one whole.  Children will then move on to count up and down in tenths and recognise that tenths arise from dividing an object into 10 equal parts and in dividing one-digit numbers or quantities by 10.





Times Table (Yr2=5x tables and Yr3= 8x) tables and mental maths (99 club) are practised on a daily basis.








Art and DT


During our art lessons this term we will immerse ourselves in the art and culture of India.  We are going to explore a range of traditional Indian art mediums. We are going to research and recreate Indian paintings, create intricate Indian patterns and use these to make beautiful Mehdi design, use block printing to make patterned fabric and finally, create rangoli designs before filling them in with coloured salts.  If restrictions allow, we also hope to make marmalade to sell!








R.E. and PSHE


RE this term will be focussed on community and belonging. First we look at how we feel to belong to a community/ group and what helps us have that sense of belonging.  Then move to look at how a Mosque gives Muslims a sense of belonging.  Finally we question - Do Muslims need to pray together in a Mosque to feel a sense of belonging? 


 PHSE we will be thinking about ‘Relationships. We will be following the ‘Jigsaw’ programme of study discussing our relationships in terms of friendship and roles within the family.





Geography – Coasts


Our unit of work this term will focus on the South West coastline.  Children will learn about how a beach is made and use images to compare and contrast coastal resorts.  They will learn about the difference between human and physical features and also the difference between human and economic activity.

English – Stories by the same author


Reading


During guided reading this term we will be reading A Bear called Paddington by Michael Bond. We will also be reading a class book for pleasure called Running Wild by Michael Morpurgo. Children will also read/look at books independently each afternoon and have opportunities to share their reading. 


Writing


To start the term off, the children are going to write a letter to Paddington Bear (about their Easter holidays) in response to one they receive from him.


In the second half of the term, the children are going to write their own Paddington Bear adventure story.  To gain some inspiration for their story I hope to walk the children to Grovely Woods for their own adventure.





Handwriting is practised on a daily basis to ensure correct letter formation and joins.





Vocabulary, Grammar and punctuation


As part of reading and writing across all subjects, we will be exploring, discovering and learning new vocabulary. We will be practising skills to understand unfamiliar words using context and our own experiences. Our grammar focus this term will be; how to create more interesting sentences using subordinating and co-ordinating conjunctions, using the past tense correctly and consistently, correct and consistent punctuation of sentences, use of adverbs and adverbial phrases to express time, place and manner and inverted commas to signal dialogue. Where appropriate this will be taught discretely, however where possible it will be taught as part of the writing unit to allow us to practise and embed our learning.
