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PSHE

ART


Art this half term will be linked with our Geography topic. We will be investigating David Hockney and his use of colour and space in paintings. Taking inspiration from his work, we will be drawing and painting landscape pictures. 





SCIENCE


This half term we will be building on our knowledge of materials by looking at the properties and changes of materials. This will include links to previous learning about the water cycle and our Geography topic of mountains. We will learn about reversible and irreversible changes and how to separate different types of materials. 





Geography


This half term our main topic will be ‘Mountains’. We will be finding and locating mountains and mountain ranges of interest in the UK and Europe. We will also be looking at how physical geography can influence tourism.

R.E. 


This term we will be investigating the question: ‘ How do Muslims show their commitment to God.’ This will include thinking about our commitments to our school environment. We will also be participating in weekly class worships about our termly theme ‘Creativity’. 








NUMERACY 


This half term’s topics will include learning, consolidating and extending areas of mathematical fluency, reasoning and problem solving.


* Place Value: read, write, compare and order numbers up to 1,000,000 (Peregrine) and  10,000,000 (Falcon) in different ways; round any number within 1,000,000 (Peregrine) 10,000,000 (Falcon); using and understanding negative numbers and Roman numerals in context; solving practical problems involving place value.


* Addition and Subtraction (Perigrine):  Add and subtracting numbers mentally with increasingly large numbers, moving on to add  and subtracting whole numbers with more than 4 digits, including using formal written methods; solving addition and subtraction multi-step problems in contexts, deciding on which operations and methods to use and why.


* Four Operations (Falcon): solve multi-step problems in context; identify multiples, factors, prime numbers, squared and cubed numbers; use formal columnar methods for all operations and give appropriate remainder answers according to the context.








LITERACY


Reading


This half term’s class reader will be The Explorer by Katherine Rundell. We will be investigating the vocabulary used and developing our comprehension skills through the text. 


Writing


Much of our writing will take inspiration from our class reader and will include: setting and character descriptions, and adventure narratives. We will also complete a unit of learning based around imagery in poetry. 


Grammar and Punctuation


Much of our grammar and punctuation skills will be taught and practised through our writing in order to contextualise our learning. This term we will look specifically at: how sentences are structured with the use of clauses; how to add interest and detail with expanded/ noun phrases; and using accurately punctuated speech within a piece of writing. We will also be practising the accurate use of commas.
